The mission statement on the cover of this report d

escribes St. Barnabas’ purpose

and the goals we strive to achieve. Here is a brie  flook at some of the ways we
worked at fulfilling our mission statement during 2 007.
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25 women traveled out to St.
Andrew Village near New London
for a tetreat the weekend of
January 19-21.

This year's theme focused on
all aspects of wellness: physical,
emotional, social/relational,
vocational, intellectual and
spiritual. The keynote speaker
was Gwen Wagstrom-Halaas
MD, MBA, physician, teacher and
Project Director, ELCA Ministerial
Health and Wellness.

Lutheran Health Care: Bangladesh (LHCB) is a non-profit
organization operating in southern rural Bangladesh since 1992.
LHCB is dedicated to maternal and child health care, which
encompasses community development, preventative and curative
health care, and education in Dumki and other adjacent rural
villages. It is financially and administratively a cooperative effort
involving a consortium of 23 Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
churches, the Division for Global Mission of the ELCA, the World
Mission Prayer League, the Fairview Hospital Foundation, and
Global Health Ministries.

Jean Wykoff , a volunteer with LHCB, spoke at the Discovery &
Growth forum on January 14, presenting information about
Bangladesh and LHCB. St. Barnabas has supported this ministry

with its January “Gift of Love” since 1995.
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“Bless the LORD, O my soul, and all that is within
me, bless his holy name.

Bless the LORD, O my soul, and do not forget all
his benefits—

who forgives all your iniquity, who heals all your
diseases...” Psalm 103:1-2

While there is much that we don’t understand
about healing, we do know that God'’s desire for
us is health and wellness in all aspects of our
lives — physical, emotional, spiritual, and
relational. Scripture is rich with invitations to trust
in the healing power of God and bears witness to
the gift of healing in the midst of the body of
Christ.

And so, in hope and expectation, St. Barnabas
began a monthly Service of Prayer for Healing.
The service is a simple: gathering, listening,
praying, and (for those who desire it) laying on of
hands. Services have continued on the second
Sunday of each month from 7:00-7:45 p.m.
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You think you don't like poetry? Then you've
never been to a “Poetry Smackdown.”

The contest was presented by our great

thespians, Jeff Whitmill and Jane Blake,
going toe-to-toe and iamb-to-iamb in a winner-
take-all contest for poetry reading bragging
rights in the St. Barnabas community.

The smackdown included poetry from the likes
of Billy Collins, Taylor Mali, Carol Ann Duffy,
even William Shakespeare - all in all, two
dozen writers of poetry that amazed, amused,
and even gave a tug or two on your
heartstrings. The motto for the evening was:
Any kind of poetry is good poetry except the
boring kind.

It was funny, poignant, outrageous, and
sometimes profound. It was a sampler platter
of some of the best new poems in print, with a
side dish of a golden oldie or two, just to
cleanse the palette. A sequel was presented
in October to give Jeff another run at Jane
(alas, he lost both times, but was gracious in
defeat).

(2 Corinthians 9:10-12)
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Twenty years ago, ground was broken for the first unit of St. Barnabas
Lutheran Church. That was quite remarkable because St. Barnabas did
not officially become a congregation until later that fall, after the building
was complete. This initial construction was possible because the
Lutheran Church in America approved us for an early building program
and put up a building for us without the congregation having to first
conduct a capital appeal. For the first two years, St. Barnabas rented the
building from the Mission Loan Fund, but in 1989 we conducted our first
capital appeal, which enabled us to assume the mortgage and become
owners of the building.

Since that time, St. Barnabas has had an unbroken chain of capital
appeals — paying down the debt, then borrowing more to build, then
paying down the debt a little more, then borrowing still more to expand
once again. Capital appeals are therefore not exceptional endeavors for
the people of St. Barnabas. They are simply the usual means by which
we pay for the building which serves as the base for all of our ministries.

St. Barnabas officially began its ninth capital appeal by introducing and
commissioning the team of leaders that guided the congregation through
the capital appeal process over the six weeks. The team was headed by
a team of four general chairpersons: Jennifer Martinez, Peter Moen,
Robby Sanders, and Doug Talus .

The theme of the appeal, “Growing God’s Rewards: Supplying the
Needs, Overflowing with Thanksgiving,” was taken from the Bible verse
at left, 2 Corinthians 9:10-12.
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The goals of this appeal were:

To work together as partners in the Gospel, anchored in faith and overflowing
with thanksgiving, to be God’s people in this time and place; and

To secure cash and three-year pledges of $910,000 to $1,100,000 or more to
supply the need of 1) paying the monthly mortgage and 2) repaying the
principal of the $420,000 in promissory notes the congregation issued to
finance construction of this new building.

March 25 was “Pledge Sunday” when all members were asked to set a giving
goal for this appeal.
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March 11 was a very memorable day in the

life of the St. Barnabas community. The

a huge success. Over 250 people squeezed

into the Ministry Center and enjoyed a farm

dinner of fried chicken, corn, mashed

potatoes, and gravy.

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St. Barnabas’ origins go back to 1985 when Pastor Wayne Peterson was called to be pastor/developer
of a new congregation in northwest Plymouth. The first worship service was held November 24, 1985 at
Greenwood Elementary School. For the next 20 months, worship services were held in the theater at the
Radisson Inn Plymouth (now the Kelly Inn).

But St. Barnabas’ official date of organization is October 18, 1987, when representatives of the Lutheran
Church in America and the Minnesota Synod gathered with 202 charter members (132 adults, 70 children
in 73 households) for a festive worship service.

The St. Barnabas community celebrated this milestone on October 7. Jeff Whitmill composed a new
anthem setting of Psalm 150 in honor of the occasion. Between services as many as were able to come
for a community photograph (below). Later that afternoon, a group of folks went to see where St.
Barnabas got its start in the Plymouth Playhouse Theater, attending the 2:00 performance of Church
Basement Ladies.

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| being this report with an edited version of the sermpredched on October 7, the weekend the St. Barnabas community
celebrated its 2Danniversary as an incorporated congregation.

Twenty years is a pretty long time. For many of our yopegple, it is their entire lifetime. For others of us, tiyen
years is long enough that our memories of that time aredfifiizzy. We remember some things clearly, but most details
are sketchy, if not completely forgotten. Even for thosesokiio are now in our 70’s and 80’s, twenty years is a
significant portion of our lives. St. Barnabas officiallsirsed out with 202 charter members —132 adults and 70etild
Today St. Barnabas is a community of over 900 people, libese twenty years, almost 1500 people have been part of
the congregation for some period of time. St. Barnabas helsdd a lot of lives. From this vantage point, it is
appropriate to pause from our daily routine and rememberiaadhgnks for twenty years of Christian ministry at St.
Barnabas.

From another point of view, however, twenty years is almosting — the blink of an eye. Our partner congregation
in south Minneapolis, St. Paul’s, celebrated its"120niversary this year. But even that is but a passing moment
compared to the congregations | have had the opportunitgitanvEurope, where the newer congregations are three to
four hundred years old and some can trace their beginningobachk thousand years. Twenty years looks pretty
inconsequential compared to that.

So while a 28 anniversary isn’t that big a deal in the whole scheme ofshini worthy of some attention on our
part, giving us the opportunity to reflect once again omtlestion, “Why are we here?”

This question can be understood in two ways, and l&ttkhave us think about it in both ways. The first teay
understand the question “Why are we here?” is to ask, “Hdwédicome to be? What led to there being a St. Barnabas
Lutheran Church in Plymouth, Minnesota?”

The answer to that question is: St. Barnabas is here becatsevtis a denomination called the Lutheran Church in
America whose congregations pooled their resources and mad#oitiy o start mission congregations in growing
communities. Thousands of congregations around the caaritya portion of their offerings on to their synod ted
national church to do ministries none of them could ddein bwn. They employed a man named Fred Marks to be
mission director in the Upper Midwest and it was Fred vidagk in the early 1980’s, identified northwest Plymootbe
a prime area for a new congregation. Next, these congregatiomsiéross the country guaranteed a salary for a pastor/
developer for two years, purchased a parsonage in the comnaunmitgrovided other start-up costs and support to get a
new congregation started.

That's where | entered the picture as pastor/developer, maviPlgrhouth in August, 1985. We started holding
worship services that November and for the next 20 monthshiped in the theater at the Radisson Inn Plymouth on 494
& 55, now called the Kelly Inn. We would have been theendanger were it not for the congregations of the Lutheran
Church in America stepping in once again, first to purchas&ta acres of property and then approving an “early
building program,” a fairly rare tactic because it involves sdshe The LCA erected our first small building before we
were an official congregation. In fact, we had only 120 namesionharter when we moved into the building in August,
1987. The LCA put out $470,000 for the land and thiging, putting their trust in us that we would gronddrecome a
self-supporting congregation.

The strategy worked well, for in the two months from Astgiwhen we moved into the building) until October
(when we officially organized), we grew from 120 to 202.thvi six months we were self-supporting and we have shown
steady growth through these twenty years.

So to the question, “Why are we here?” | want to remindofdabhe great debt we owe to thousands of Lutheran
congregations around the country. We are here only becalssrafdmmitment to mission, to bringing the ministry of
Jesus Christ to new communities. Two and a half montbs@ift organization day, the Lutheran Church in America
merged with two other Lutheran denominations to form temBelical Lutheran Church in America, which St. Barnabas
is part of today.
