   It is our duty and delight that we 
should everywhere and always offer 
thanks and praise to you, O God, 
through Jesus Christ...  

   These are the opening words of the Great 
Thanksgiving in Marty Haugen’s setting of the 
liturgy, Now the Feast and Celebration.  For its 
fall stewardship emphasis, the St. Barnabas 
community continues to reflect on the two-fold 
nature of the stewardship of financial resources.   

   On one hand, as 
members of a 
congregation we have a 
responsibility or duty to 
give a “fair share” of our 
financial resources to pay 
for the day-to-day 
expenses required to  

keep the building open and adequately staffed.  
On the other hand, we don’t just give “to a 
budget”, but give “from our blessings”, an act of 
joyful delight. 
   Last year we produced St. Barnabas’ own 
“Duty & Delight” video that explores how being 
disciplined about our financial stewardship is an 
important component to being spiritually 
healthy.  We are going to show this 30-minute 
video after all worship services on the weekends 
of November 7/8 and November 14/15.  These 
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showings are especially for folks who did not get 
the opportunity to see the video last year, but 
anyone who would like to view the video 
another time is welcome to come. 
   Stewardship packets will be handed out to all 
households after worship Nov. 14/15 or put in 
the mail the next day.  Members are asked to 
read the stewardship brochure and return their 
“faith promise” cards with their giving goal for 
2010 at worship services Nov. 21/22. 
   As a way of saying “thank you” to our 
members for the generous offerings which make 
possible the ministries of St. Barnabas, the entire 
congregation is invited to a FREE pancake 
breakfast on Sunday, Nov. 22.  There will be 
three serving times: 

· 8:15-8:45 for those who want to eat prior to 
the 9:00 service 

· 9:45-10:30 for those who want to eat 
between services 

· 11:30-12:00 for those who want to eat after 
the last service. 

 
   We won’t forget our Saturday worshipers on 
Nov. 21.

   At the Jim Cook Memorial Gala on October 
17, Pastor Wayne announced that Connie Cook 
and her family have decided to use $3,000 of the 
money given in memory of Jim as seed money to 
begin an endowment fund at St. Barnabas. 
    Endowments (sometimes called a 
“foundation”) are established to help 
congregations enhance the mission of the 
Church, apart from the general operating 
budget.  Endowment funds differ from annual 
giving. As a permanent fund, only income from 
interest or dividends is available for distribution. 
    An endowment will provide a means for 
people to include St. Barnabas in their estate 
planning, knowing that their gift will fund 
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ministries for many generations. This generous 
gift from the Cook family is a small beginning to 
what will grow over the years to be hundreds of 
thousands of dollars. 
   The Church Council has put together a task 
force who has the responsibility to come up with 
a recommendation on establishing an 
endowment for the congregation to consider at 
the Annual Meeting on January 31.  The task 
force is comprised of Connie Cook, Mark 
Fandrich, Sue Hagen, Ken Hoyme, Mark Oelfke, 
Bonnie Welshons, and Pastor Wayne.  The task 
force’s recommendation will include guidelines 
for giving to the endowment and for the 
distribution of funds each year.

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   St. Barnabas is once again partnering with 
Interfaith Outreach & Community Partners 
(IOCP) as it is launching its 14th annual Sleep 
Out Campaign. The six-week campaign, 
which runs Nov. 14–Dec. 23, raises awareness 
of the need and funds for affordable housing. 
   IOCP families are facing a perfect storm of 
lost jobs, lost housing, and less help. Because 
of the weak economy, many have lost their 
jobs or had their hours cut, reducing their 
income. They can no longer pay the rent and 
face eviction and homelessness. At the same 
time, IOCP’s own budget cuts have meant 
providing less at a time when families need 
more. 
   The campaign’s goal is to meet a $2 million 
housing need, which will enable IOCP to help 
1,000 families with housing in the coming 
year. Specifically, Sleep Out funds will be 
used to  

· provide emergency assistance for families 
who face eviction and homelessness;  

· supportive services such as employment 
and connections to other resources that 
help stabilize families over time; and  

· affordable housing development projects 
that create long-term solutions. 
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Here are four ways 
members of the St.

the The Sleep Out. 
 

1) The November Gift of Love goes to The 
Sleep Out.

The Lombard Family 
   If you had told me 3 years ago that my husband 
would leave our marriage, I’d lose my job in a 
dental office, and I’d be homeless with a child, I 
wouldn’t have believed you. I still could hardly 
believe it a year ago when I stood outside a 
shelter in Minneapolis, hoping for a place to 
sleep. Everything I had fit in two boxes. 
   But that’s what happened. When I shared my 
story with the social worker at the shelter, he 
connected me with IOCP. They had recently 
completed a housing development in Plymouth 
that had townhomes for families like ours, who 
had been homeless for more than a year. 
   I was so eager to get settled, for my sake and 
my son’s. The IOCP case manager helped us get 
food and furniture, and connected me with 
employment services through IOCP. That’s how 
I found a job as a dental assistant. The county is 
helping me with child care, and IOCP provides 
bus passes so I can get to and from work. 
Whenever there’s a community dinner or 
neighborhood meeting, I go. We have a home 
now, and it feels so good to know I’m not alone. 
 

With Sleep Out funds, IOCP is able to provide 
affordable housing, employment services, 

community resources, and ongoing support to 
homeless families like the Lombards. 

The Carpelli Family 
   When my husband left me and moved out of 
state, I was on my own to support our four-year-
old. My son and I found an apartment for $980/
month. I am a receptionist at a car dealership and 
like my job, but there’s never any money left 
over. 
   We were just getting by when my car broke 
down. I had to get it fixed so I could get my son 
to child care and myself to work. So I asked the 
landlord if I could make partial payments. He 
was understanding at first, but the car repair set 
me back almost $1,500. I didn’t know what I was 
going to do. 
   The child care center where my son goes 
suggested I talk to IOCP. I did, and have 
received rent assistance for a couple of months 
just until I can recover from having to get my car 
fixed. I’m on a really tight budget, so I also use 
the food shelf. It’s only a matter of time before 
my car is beyond fixing, so I’m on the waiting 
list for a donated car. I’ve never faced an 
emergency like this before, where I almost lost 
my home. It frightens me to think what would 
have happened. IOCP has been like a family to 
me, seeing me through hard times. 
 

Supporting the Sleep Out helps families like the 
Carpellis move past emergencies so they can stay 

in their homes.
